
Origami is the art of paper folding. It comes 
from the Japanese word oru (to fold) kami 
(paper).

1.  Using a square piece of paper, fold it in half four 
different ways (top to bottom, and diagonally.

2.  The first illustration shows the shadows of the 
creases.  This may clarify how your square should 
be folded. Now bring two of the edges together 
towards the center.  The second illustration shows 
how the creases should be collapsed.

6.  Undo the folds that were made 
in steps 3 and 4.

7.  You’ll be amazed by this step: Pull the bottom corner from the top 
layer up above. Push the crease in illustration 1 to aid in pulling the top layer 
up. Doing so, it should look like illustration 3.
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3.  Fold two edges in to form a kite-
shape on top.

4.  Do the same thing on the 
other side.

5. Fold the top back then forward.
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8.  Do the same to the other side. The 
flaps are the wings and the bottom flaps 
are the head and tail.

9.  Fold two edges in, this makes 
the neck and tail thinner.

10.  Do the same thing on the 
other side.

11.  Fold the top left flap to meet with 
the top right flap. Fold the bottom right 
flap to meet the bottom left flap.

12.  Fold up the neck and the 
tail as far as you can.

13.  Fold the head down.

14.  Pull the neck and tail out 
and down so they are not 
vertical.

15. Pull the head out and up so 
it’s not parallel to the neck.

16. Pull the wings straight out 
from the body so that the body 
inflates or you can blow through 
a hole in the underside.

17. You’re finished!
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
